[bookmark: _GoBack]On September 18, 2015, the Department completed a single source procurement to extend the existing Lockbox, Deposit and Remittance Processing, Controlled Disbursement/Account Reconciliation and Electronic Payment Contract with JPMC for a three year period to provide a continuation of services.  This extension will enable the Department to properly transition each tax program’s payment processing to the most effective method available and continue our comprehensive strategy for front end processing all while maintaining the integrity of each tax program.
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
