The base label materials listed do not carry a 36-
month warranty from the material suppliers. The 
performance can only be warrantied based on the 

The Department requires that the Bidder cover 
the difference in warranty period between the 
material suppliers warranty period and the 
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material data sheet (MSDS) of the raw label material 
supplier. 

Latent Defect performance/longevity period of 
36 months required in Exhibit B. Specifications. 

Note that the Department has historically had a 
Latent Defect requirement in all its past IFB’s 
for these decals to cover the 36-month 
performance/longevity period.

No. Stock proposed by the winning bidder must 
meet all the requirements in the IFB, including 
passing the independent laboratory testing. 
The purpose of independent laboratory testing 
is to validate the decals integrity after final 
production.

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the test results, with a plain-language synopsis of such results, must be provided to DTF directly from the 
independent tes�ng laboratory.  

In the event that the independent laboratory test indicates that s�ckers do not strictly comply with all 
specifica�ons (viz., “defec�ve”), the Contractor will be afforded one opportunity to resolve the issue and must, 
upon writen no�fica�on from DTF, provide conforming replacement s�ckers as expedi�ously as possible, but 
in no event later than thirty (30) days from receipt of writen no�ce of defects. A copy of the subsequent round 
of tes�ng results, with a plain-language synopsis of such results, must again be provided to DTF directly from 
the independent tes�ng laboratory. Contractor must also submit a Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) rela�ve 
to the chemicals used in the produc�on of the documents.   

Contractor’s delay or failure to provide DTF with independent laboratory tes�ng as required shall cons�tute a 
material breach of contract. 

Tes�ng results must be supplied to the Department as soon as the tes�ng has been completed within thirty 
(30) days of commencement of the tes�ng phase, but no later than June 14, 2024. If the Contractor is unable
to provide decals that pass the independent laboratory tes�ng a�er being afforded the one opportunity to
produce replacement s�ckers, the Department reserves the right to terminate the contract in accordance with
Sec�on 1.19., Termina�on and move-on to the next lowest cost responsible Bidder. The Department will not
have any liability to the Contractor in the event it terminates the contract for failure of the decals to pass the
Independent Laboratory Tes�ng a second �me.

1.8. DELIVERY 

Guaranteed Delivery shall be indicated on Atachment 14, Bidders Financial Response Form and shall be 
expressed in number of calendar days required to make delivery a�er comple�on of successful tes�ng. Delivery 
is required no later than August 30, 2024within a maximum of 30 calendar days a�er the decals have passed 
all tes�ng and Department has approved full produc�on. 

If shipment will not be made within the Guaranteed Delivery date stated on the Bidders Financial Response 
Form, the Contractor is required to no�fy DTF in wri�ng at least two weeks prior to the latest date of the 
original delivery obliga�on. This no�fica�on must include the reasons for the delay and the latest date the 
items will be shipped.  Should the delay be not acceptable to DTF, appropriate Contract default proceedings 
will be ini�ated. Failure to supply �mely writen no�fica�on of delay may be cause for default proceedings.

This shall allow for the 
easy and complete removal of the backing liner without damaging the printed film. 

STOCK: Avery Fasson 2M VOID PET WH TC/S8015A/50#SCK or FLEXcon TAMPERmark PM 200 white void 
ll polyester or equal.  

There shall be incorporated in each s�cker a security feature that if an atempt is made to remove the 
s�cker from the vehicle, the s�cker will void.

The background of the s�cker will print 4 ¼ in. x 2 ¾ in. (this will allow for a 1/8 “white border around 
the edge of the s�cker) with Pantone 109c (yellow) sun inks or comparable. Screening or flood coa�ng is 
not acceptable. 
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
